The goal is to raise $50,000 and since the kick-off of the campaign on April 18™
$41,500 has been raised. “The Foundation is happy to support the renovation of the
Whiteford Branch with this gift. One of our goals as a foundation is to make an impact in
branch development throughout the county,” stated Vanessa Milio, Foundation Director.

In addition to the Foundation donation, the Friends of the Whiteford Branch have
donated $25,000 along with other community members including $5,000 from Kleins
Family Foundation, $1,000 from PNC Bank, $1,000 from Harkins Funeral Home, $1,000
from Whiteford Pharmacy, $500 from The Mill, $500 from Dr. David Glenn and $500



from the Darlington Friends of Harford County Public Library. The Whiteford Branch
Campaign will run through the end of June.

Funds from the campaign will be used towards a new children’s area and a
designated teen area in the branch. Construction is planned to begin later this summer.
Customers will have access to a limited collection that will be housed in a modular unit
during the construction phase.
